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I was born at the height of the Baby Boom, and my formative years   

(at University Church in Baton Rouge) included the Civil Rights 

Movement, Vatican II, the first ventures into out space, the anti-war 

movement, the first Earth Day, and the coming of the word, “Ms.” 

From an early age, I developed a conviction that the world can and 

does change, that our society can be shaped and transformed into the 

world that God intended. Through my student years (Massachusetts, 

California, and New York City) and early adult adventures (student, 

government, life in the theatre, a NYC rent strike, too many years at 

“475,” and an internship in Italy), this belief became a passion as           

I sought situations where God’s grace and love were needed. With 

each new challenge, I looked for how I could use my gifts and skills as 

a catalyst for transformation. This led me first to ordination (by the 

Presbytery of South Louisiana, PCUS) and later to the pastoral      

ministry.  

 Since completing interim training, I have served five churches: three in New Jersey and two in Arkansas.   

At the time of my departure, one had experienced a complete turnaround, and one had refused all self-examination 

or   possible change. Two had experienced some new insights and perspectives but were not ready to commit to 

change. One was blessed sojourn in the land of normalcy with a church only months from calling an installed     

pastor. In transitional ministry one learns to appreciate Paul’s words: “I planted, Apollos watered, but it is God who 

gave growth.” Sometimes making a start is all that can be done, and another pastor will be needed to take the 

church through the next step. 

 I have also learned to appreciate good Presbyteries and good Committees on Ministry. Having been a part 

of five different ones, I am grateful to those who were generous with their support, resources, prayers, insight,     

and time. Transitional work can be lonely, confusing and difficult - we need each other. 

 Although (or perhaps because) so much of my preparation for ministry took place in South Louisiana,          

I though that my life had moved on and would never return. Katrina changed everything, and I began seeking ways 

to come back home. In 2006, an accident left me in a wheel-chair and at the mercy of my family and home church - 

God moves in mysterious ways. Two years later, after completing my responsibilities in New Jersey, an                    

opportunity opened up in southern Arkansas, and then another one, and then one in Metairie. I love being back, and 

I do not miss the Northeast. By the grace of God, my life has not been what I thought it would be when I began 

seminary, but I still believe that the world can and does change, that our churches, communities and society can be 

shaped and transformed into the world that God intended. As I take up this new challenge, I pray that what I have 

learned will be a part of the transformation taking place in Metairie and in South Louisiana.
